Bernice Juanita Moore was called home to be with the Lord peacefully on
October 17, 2022, at her home surrounded by loving family in Kalamazoo, MI.
She was born to the late Joe and Bertha White in Dixons Mills, AL on
February 6, 1932, one of nine children. She confessed Christ at an early age
at Rock Babylon Missionary Baptist Church in Dixons Mills, AL.

Bernice graduated from Marengo Senior High School Class of ‘51 and
continued her educational aspirations where she obtained a college degree
from Selma University, a HBCU in Alabama. After college, she worked as an
administrative assistant who enjoyed reading and writing and was a champion
for higher education.

In 1953, Bernice joined in Holy Matrimony with her best friend and love of her
life Galloway Moore Jr. The Lord blessed this union of 49 yrs., with six
beautiful children who were raised in the city of Kalamazoo after migrating
from the South.
