Jeanne Martin Wallace, age 93 of Kalamazoo, formerly Sturgis, Michigan,
passed away peacefully in the Springs nursing home on August 24, 2022.
Jeanne was born on July 25,1929 in Chicago, Illinois, the daughter of Maude

Jeanne attended DuSable High School on the southside of Chicago thru her
Junior year and participated in the marching and concert band where she
played the clarinet under band director, Captain Diet. 

 Her senior year was spent at Sturgis High School (SHS) where she also
played in the marching and concert band and graduated. 

 

Upon graduation, Jeanne attempted to find employment at Montgomery Ward
in Sturgis as a secretary and was denied due to being black. She filed a
complaint with the Fair Employment Practice Commission, won and was
offered a position. By that time, she had moved to Chicago and was hired at
Montgomery Ward as a secretary there. 

 

She married at the age of 20 and had a son William F. Mallory Wallace. 
 

She divorced and in 1953 married Menloe A. Wallace, Jr. Together they had
three daughters, Jeanine, Juliana and Michelle Anne. That marriage ended in
1988. 

 

Jeanne served as a Brownie and Girl Scout Leader, was an active member of
the SHS band parents and worked for Sturgis Public Schools. Upon moving to
Kalamazoo, she became a member of St. Martin of Tours Episcopal Church
where she served on the alter guild. She also worked as a manager of and
retired from a retail store run by the Junior League. Jeanne loved planting
flowers, children, blankets and being outdoors. 

 

She is survived by her children: Jeanine (Eugene Jr.) Fellings, Juliana Dixon
