Rev. Ora Lee Burns transitioned peacefully at Rose Arbor Hospice on August
21, 2020. Rev. Burns was born September 10, 1949, in Belzoni, Mississippi,
the daughter of Deacon Manuel and Mrs. Lovie Jones.

Rev. Burns accepted Christ and was baptized at an early age at Mt. Zion
Baptist Church in Kalamazoo, Michigan. She graduated from Kalamazoo
Central and was employed by Kalamazoo Public School for 22 years. She
joined Mt. Zion’s staff in April 2003 as Custodial Coordinator until 2005 when
she left to pursue her Clinical Pastoral Education. She returned to Mt. Zion in
2006 and became the first to hold the newly-created position as an Outreach
Specialist until she relocated to Georgia in 2015. She has served in several
ministries at Mt. Zion: Associate Minister, Christian Education Ministry, Trustee
Ministry, Music Ministry, Youth Director, Junior Girls Teacher, Junior
Department Superintendent, Prayer Ministry, Evangelism Ministry, and
Women'’s Ministry. She was honored as “Woman of the Year” in 1996.

She accepted her call to preach the Gospel in 1997. She was the first female
licensed to preach in 2001 and was ordained in 2005, under the leadership of
Dr. Addis Moore, Pastor of Mt. Zion Baptist Church.

When Rev. Burns relocated to Georgia in 2015, she united with Live Free
Church of Lawrenceville, Georgia, and became an Associate Minister until her
return in 2018 to Kalamazoo where she returned to her position as an
Associate Minister at Mt. Zion Baptist Church.



Rev. Burns graduated from the Evangelical Bible Institute of Southwestern
Michigan in the Ministry Leadership Program 1999, She completed five units
of Clinical Pastoral Education at Bronson Methodist Hospital as a Chaplain
Resident in 2005-06 and served one year at Borgess Hospital as an on-call
Chaplain. She earned an Associate’s Degree of Science from Cornerstone
University in 2009 and received a Certificate in Basic Counseling Techniques
from American Fellowship Church in 2011. She graduated from Mid-American
Christian University with a Bachelor's Degree in Christian Ministry. For over 17
years, she was very active in the National Baptist Congress of Christian
Education and taught in the Chain Lake District Missionary Baptist
Association.

Rev. Burns was preceded in death by her parents; brother, McArthur Jones;
and sisters, Rosie L. Jones and Emma Jean Mitchell. She leaves to cherish in
her memory her children, Troy Peake Jr. of Kalamazoo, Michigan, and
Vanessa (Geo) Riddlespriger of Atlanta, Georgia; six grandchildren: Sharonda
Adams, Jamon Clark, Troy Peake lll, Tranisha Peake, DaMonte’ Ward, and
Giovanni Riddlespriger; seven great-grandchildren and Mt. Zion Baptist
Church and Live Free Church families.

She is also survived by her brothers, Manuel Jones Jr, of Kalamazoo,
Michigan, and John Jones of Muskegon, Michigan; sisters, Pearline Vincent
and Bonnie ( Charles) Jones-Brandon of Kalamazoo, Michigan; Christina
Dean and Ernestine Jones of South Bend, Indiana; Maggie Jones of Irving,
Texas; best friend, Betty Hughes; many aunts, uncles, nephews, nieces,
cousins and a host of friends.
